Additionally, this is the only Certified ACO Course whose graduates receive certification by the American Red Cross for Pet First Aid and Incident Command Systems 100 and National Incident Management 700 by the National Wildlife Fire Coordinating Group.  
 In addition to the classroom component; and in order to be certified, participants must arrange for and complete a 20-hour field training component. 
Enrollment is open to any person 18 years of age or older.  

There is no requirement for prior experience or training to attend this course.
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
