Many of these individuals included custodial kidnapped children, which he often recovered and returned to the rightful parent under a court order. He gained national recognition as a featured investigator for the History Channel television show, Operation Reunion. There, Jimmie located and reunited soldiers who had not seen each other since the battlefields of Korea and Vietnam. He later went on to be featured in the FX television series, P.I. and as a guest on various radio and television shows including CNN’s Larry King Live.
