Successful completion of this course meets the requirements of the N.J.A.C. 8:23A-2.2 statute for 

appointment as an ACO by a New Jersey Municipality. Additionally, this is the only Certified ACO 

Course whose graduates receive certification for Pet First Aid as well as Incident Command Systems 

100 and National Incident Management 700 by the National Wildlife Fire Coordinating Group.  In 

addition to the classroom component participants must arrange for and complete a 20-hour field training 

component in order to receive certification.  

The course will be held on seven weekdays, from Weekdays, October 19-27, 2020; 8 am to 4 pm.  

Classes will be held from 8:00 am to 4:00 pm each day at the Somerset County Emergency Services 

Training Academy/Somerset Police Academy at 402 Roycefield Road, Hillsborough, NJ. 08844.  

Completion of the course requires attendance at all classes.
